20""-Century American Poetry: Manifestos, Modernisms, and Magazines
Instructor: Sarah Jingyu Liu

Tutorial Description: In the 20" century, everyone had an opinion about what poetry should
be—especially the Americans. This course examines various aspects of 20™-century American
poetry through a series of manifestos, a form of writing that Mary Ann Caws defines as a
proclamation of “what it wants to oppose, to leave, to defend, to change.” What motivations lie
behind these manifest proclamations? In what ways did these two disparate forms—the poem
and the manifesto—feed into each other? How did the manifesto contribute to the formation of
an American poetic identity? Most weeks, we will read up to three manifestos alongside a
number of related poems and secondary texts. Two of the weeks will be dedicated to exploring
little magazines, which served as both a platform for poets to publish their works as well as a
means to forge alliances and generate discourse with fellow poets. Poets we will read include
Walt Whitman, Ezra Pound, Amy Lowell, T.S. Eliot, Marianne Moore, Langston Hughes, Khalil
Gibran, Frank O’Hara, John Ashbery, Audre Lorde, and Adrienne Rich. Critical subtopics
include postcolonialism, Marxism, and feminist/queer theory.

Tutorial Goals:

- To gain an understanding of certain American poetry movements in the 20" century.

- To write a 20-25-page research paper.
- To develop a research question as well as a critical bibliography of methods and

viewpoints around that question.

- To put secondary criticism in conversation with your own ideas.

- To gain an understanding of certain critical subtopics that have been formative for the

discipline of literary studies.

Assignments:
- Short Essay (10%, due by Week 4): 5-6 pages of extended close reading of a primary text
or an application of a critical model to a literary text.
- Prospectus and Annotated Bibliography (15%, due by Week 8): 2-page prospectus of
your intended project, 8-10 source annotated bibliography.



- Draft (15%, due by Week 11): partial (at least 10 pages) or full

- Final Paper (40%, due reading period): 20-25-page research paper.

- Participation (20%): come to class prepared for discussion of the readings.

- Conference Presentation (ungraded): 5-minute presentation of your research to your peers
at the Junior Tutorial conference.

Attendance: You are allowed one free absence, no explanations necessary. Subsequent absences
without proper documentation will affect your grade.
